German Class at Mora High School 

 

I want to tell you some more details about our time at MHS this October and in particular I 

am going to talk about the German classes there. 

For our first American School day we were all very well prepared thanks to 

Ms. Stenberg, the American German teacher who handed out a 

plan of school we really needed that we didn’t get lost and a 

small sheet we needed to receive our food at the schools canteen 



at lunch break. None of us ever saw an American school from the inside except from movies 

and there for we were all very excited on Friday (Oct. 2
nd 

) morning. As many of us had 

expected, it really looked just like in the movies: All the lockers in the first floor, the frames 

with pictures of students that have graduated from school of every year in the hallways and 

the schools mascot, a Mustang everywhere. I was so impressed and actually I couldn’t believe 

what was going on and that I really was in the United States of America. I had to ask some 

Americans whether they knew my “student to shadow” when it was time to go to class 

because I haven’t known mine yet. “Student to shadow ” is an expression the teachers used to 

describe the person I had to follow all time at Mora High School and who should show me 

around. After some time I found a girl who told me to follow her because she had math in the 

same class and she would introduce me to Rose, my exchange student. 

As I have already mentioned my first class was Math. Second I had German that the 

Americans could choose in grade 9. They had the choice between Spanish and German. What 

I always wondered was why Americans choose German as foreign language. From my 

perspective a very hard and useless language for them. But later I found out that many of the 

students’ lastnames were German or Swedish and some told me they would love to visit their 

ancestors’ home country one day. They were very interested and the for us unexpected 

reaction on our explanations of the German school system was, that they were sad they 

couldn’t learn foreign languages as early as we do. In general I recognized many students 

being tired of the United States of America always want to be something unique and special 

(eg. the measuring systems are different to the rest of the world’s,…). 

Already in the difference of the classrooms you can tell differences in the way of teaching a 

language comparing Germany and the US. In the US teachers have their own room. Ms. 

Stenberg had many posters of German food and a map of Germany. In addition the state flags 

of Germany, Austria and Switzerland were hanging from the ceiling in her room. The 

atmosphere was more relaxed and same as in many of the other classes we did not feel so 

much pressure to learn. Instead they did funny German warm-ups, watched cute German 

movies from Kika to learn the indirect speech and past tense. Actually many of us Germans 

observed that the relation between teachers and students is quite different as well, but in a 

positive way. It’s more pally because many teacher are also the coaches in a Mustang sports 

team. 

Monday (Oct. 12
nd

) was a different school day for us. That day the German students had to 

give presentations to the host students. Some presented the school, Ludwigsburg itself, 

Stuttgart, our local food and many more things. After six hours of hard working we had 

“Kaffeeklatsch” where we also met Mr. Nelson MHS’s principle. He was very interested in us 

too and we continued to find differences in our cultures. Before he left he clarified something 

very important to him. He wanted to make sure that we have recognized that Mora isn’t that 

crazy as for example L.A, and that no matter if we are Americans or Germans, we are all the 

same. 

In this text I also want to clarify how we’ve appreciated all the efforts put in the organization 

of our stay in Mora. We could use the school bus, eat at school, take part in several lessons 

and some teachers even took their time for example to guide us around in Duluth or to stay at 

the Audobon Center with us.
